IN CONSIDERATION OF the Owner leasing certain premises to the Renter, the Renter leasing those premises from the Owner and the mutual benefits and obligations provided in this Lease, the receipt and sufficiency of which consideration is hereby acknowledged, the parties to this Lease agree as follows:

Leased Premises
1. The Owner agrees to rent to the Renter the apartment municipally described as 2306 E 1000 N Apt B, Sugar City, ID 83448, (the 'Premises') for use as residential premises only. Neither the Premises nor any part of the Premises will be used at any time during the term of this Lease by Renter for the purpose of carrying on any business, profession, or trade of any kind, or for the purpose other than as a private single-family residence.

2. Subject to the provisions of this Lease, apart from the Renter and the Renter's immediate family members, no other persons will live in the Premises without the prior written permission of the Owner.

3. No guests of the Renters may occupy the Premises for longer than one week without the prior written consent of the Owner.

4. No pets or animals are allowed to be kept in or about the Premises.

5. Subject to the provisions of this Lease, the Renter is entitled to the exclusive use of the following parking (the 'Parking') on or about the Premises: Parking in apartment garage. Only properly insured motor vehicles may be parked in the Renter's space.

6. The Premises are provided to the Renter without any furnishings, other than appliances including the washer and dryer.

7. The Renter agrees and acknowledges that the Premises have been designated as a smoke, drug, and alcohol-free living environment. The Renter and members of Renter's household will not smoke or participate in the usage of drugs or alcohol anywhere in the Premises nor permit any guests or visitors to smoke, use drugs, or alcohol in or around the Premises.
8. The individual(s) signing this Rental Agreement as to Renter stipulates and warrants that he/she/they have the right to sign for and to bind all occupants.
Term
9. The term of the Lease will commence at noon on ____________________, 2020 and go until ___________________. 
10. Written notice is required at least one month in advance of departure. If the renter needs to leave before the contract is up for renewal, they are responsible to make monthly payments until a new renter is established.  If not notified a month in advance of departure, a penalty of $800 will be required in addition to regular monthly rental fees. 
11. Monthly payment will be required by the first day of each month in the amount of $699 + previous month’s electricity usage. On last month the renter occupies premises an additional payment for that month’s electricity usage will be required. Please consult with Owner if any questions. If payment(s) are late, there will be $15 penalty. If renter moves in or out before month is through, the owner will prorate the rent to be due at $25/day. In the case that the renter moves in during the middle of the month, the prorated amount is due with $300 deposit before occupying apartment. The monthly payments will go into effect. Renter is responsible for own telephone, tv, and/or cable. 
Maintenance
12. Renter agrees to maintain the premises during the period of the agreement. This includes woodwork, floors, walls, furnishings and fixtures, appliances, windows, screens, and doors. Tacks, nails, or other hangers nailed or screwed into the walls or ceilings will be removed at the termination of this agreement. Damage caused by rain, hail or wind as a result to leaving windows or doors open, or damage caused by overflow of water, or stoppage of waste pipes, breakage of glass, damage to screens, whether caused by abuse or neglect is the responsibility of the Renter. Renter agrees to provide pest control in the event it is needed. 
13. Renter accepts premises in moved in state of cleanliness and agrees to return it in a like condition.

14. In the event repairs are needed beyond the competence of the Renter, he or she is urged to call owner.
15. PLEASE only flush toilet paper down the toilet and put food down the garbage disposal. All other items should be disposed of in the garbage. Garbage trailer is located to the right of the detached garage building inside of fenced area.  


Additional Clauses 

16. Owner is NOT responsible for accidents incurred by renters and/or their guests on or around the property. Using climbing wall, gym, or fire pit is at your own risk.
17. The owner shall not be liable for any loss of personal injury or property by fire, theft, burglary, or otherwise, for any accidental damage to persons, guests, or property in or about the leased/rented property resulting from electrical failure, water, rain, windstorm, or any act of God, or negligence of owner, whatsoever. Renter agrees to make no claim for any such damages or loss against owner, but to purchase needed “renters insurance” or to provide self-insurance in adequate amounts to offset any risk.
